NAVIGATING
THE TRAIL

The Mosman Park
Heritage Trail visits

17 sites along a 10.5
kilometre route that
takes you along the river,
through the bush and
back into the heart of
Mosman Park. While
most of the trail can be
walked at a leisurely pace,
there are sections that
could be physically
challenging for some
walkers. These areas are
indicated on the map on
the back of this brochure.
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The trail takes approximately 3 to
4 hours to complete. Make sure
you bring plenty of water and
wear comfortable shoes. Public
toilets and picnic facilities are
available intermittently along the
route (refer to the attached map).
Cafes, shops and restaurants can
be found in the centre of town.

It is hard to imagine this quiet
suburb as an isolated ‘country town’
or the home of large-scale industry.
Yet once this was a place of open
bushland and large factories that
lined the river and the highway.
Going to ‘the pictures’ or a local
dance was a treat for hardworking
residents on Friday and Saturday
nights, while Sundays were
reserved for family fun at the river
or the beach.

Physical reminders of Mosman Park’s
history have slowly disappeared
as residential development has
thrived. Although much of the open
land and industry that once defined
Mosman Park has gone, some of the
Town’s remaining buildings, reserves
and residential developments are
reminders of this vanished past.

WHAT’S IN A NAME?

As you walk along the Mosman Park Heritage Trail,
you may notice different names for the suburb.
These reflect the fact that Mosman Park has had at
least seven different names!

1838 — surveyor John Septimus
Roe labels an undefined area of
land north of Fremantle as
Buckland Downs on an original
survey map.

1841 — The area northwest of
Rocky Bay appears as Buckland
Hill on a map drawn from the
H.M.S Beagle.

1899 — Buckland Hill Road
District is gazetted. The Road
Board and residents, however,
unofficially refer to the area as
Cottesloe Beach after the local
train station on the Perth to
Fremantle line.

1908 — Members of the Buckland
Hill Road Board officially change
the Board’s name to Cottesloe
Beach Road Board. Permission to
use the new name is granted by
the Minister the following year.

1922 — A competition is held to
establish a new name for the
district. Five names are considered,
including: River Sea, Beachlia,
Beachhole, Riverslea, and
Riverbeach. None of these names
is found to be suitable and the
issue is abandoned.

1930 — Confusion caused by the
existence of Cottesloe and
Cottesloe Beach leads the Road
Board to change its name back to
Buckland Hill Road District.

1932 — A committee considers a
new list of names for the district,
short-listing Buckland, Mosman
Park and Rivermont. Local
residents lean strongly towards
Mosman Park as a distinctive
name for the district.

19837 — The Mosman Park Road
District is officially gazetted.

1961 — The Local Government Act

1960 replaces Road Districts with

Councils and establishes the Shire

of Mosman Park.

1962 — The Shire of Mosman Park

is designated the Town of
Mosman Park.

Noongar and heritage
trails in the Town of
Cottesloe, Shire of
Peppermint Grove and
Town of Mosman Park.
